To Lie or Not to Lie.
Introduction: Have you ever been in a situation where you have thought to yourself, “Should I lie?” or “Should I tell the truth?” Sometimes, your answer could depend on the outcome.
1. Discussion in small groups: Is lying always a bad thing?
a) Cristina wants to go to Cadiz with her high school. She has taken an exam and has failed, but has told her parents she has passed in order to go on the trip.
b) Alejandro and Juan Antonio are best friends. They both have a Science exam. Alejandro has studied all night for his exam, while Juan Antonio went to a party. During the exam, Juan Antonio did not know any of the answers, so he asked his best friend. His best friend gave him the answers to the exam, so he would not fail.  
c) Francisco smells terrible. No one ever wants to be next to him. He asks you, “Why?” Would you tell the truth or lie to spare his feelings?
d) Lucía has always wanted an iPad, so she stole one from FNAC. When she arrives home, she realizes her mother has finally bought her an iPad. Should she admit that she already has one or keep both of them?
